AEJMC 2007 electronic submissions



- conference received 1,500+ submissions




- approximately 500 received in the final 10 minutes



- many people complained of not receiving submission feedback




- all feedback posted to individual accounts online




- problems arose when people forgot passwords and/or created multiple 

accounts




- two solutions:





- conference should restrict people from creating so many accounts






- unlikely to happen





- people should write down their passwords






- unlikely to happen, but a policy more likely to be implemented



- all papers available online after Sept. 1



- password to retrieve papers: aejdc07



- online training for research, teaching, etc.




- begins Jan. 15
