Dear ICD Colleagues and Friends:

This is a call for panel proposals for the 2011 AEJMC Convention to be held in St. Louis from Aug. 10-13. Proposals are due on Friday, Oct. 15, 2010, and should be e-mailed to me at chavezm1@msu.edu.

Panels should address some aspect of international communication to be considered by the ICD. We are particularly interested in panels that would have a wide appeal. We may also consider hosting a pre-conference workshop. Proposals should fall into one of the following three categories: research, teaching, or professional freedom & responsibility. 

A research panel includes topics relating to active research projects. Panelists do not have to have a paper complete in order to participate in the panel (it is recommended) but it must be related to a research project they are currently working on that is related to any areas of international communication, including cross-border interactions and collaborations.

A teaching panel can include topics related to pedagogical techniques or practices that are related to any areas of international communication, including cross-border interactions and collaborations.

A PF&R panel can include topics related to freedom of expression, ethics, media criticism, media accountability, diversity, access to information, and public service addressing any areas of international communication and cross-border interactions and collaborations.

As part of your proposal please include if possible, the race, gender and nationality of each panelist because AEJMC headquarters would like us to collect this information. If you are suggesting a panelist that is not a member of AEJMC, include any requests for money that would be needed.

Detailed and focused proposals will have a better chance of getting accepted. It also helps if a panel can be co-sponsored by two or more divisions.  This does not mean, however, that we cannot have panels sponsored exclusively by ICD. If you do suggest co-sponsorship in your panel, you do not need to contact them. I will contact the groups you have identified on your behalf if your proposal is accepted.

Submitting a panel proposal does not guarantee its inclusion in the conference program. Heads and vice heads of all AEJMC divisions will make their final decisions at AEJMC's mid-winter programming meeting in December. I will notify you of the status of your proposal by late December. 

Attached is a sample panel proposal as well as the panel proposal form that should be submitted to me chavezm1@msu.edu no later than October 15, 2010. Please make sure the proposal is only one page in length. I am looking forward to receiving your proposal.
