NRJ unveils new Web site

Get ready to
convene in
Washington
in August

A new and improved Web site
for Newspaper Research Journal
went online in June and elimi -
nates most of the paper flow from
the Journal’s offices at the
University of Memphis.

The new site, Newspaper-
researchjournal.org, is not only
easier on the eyes, it’s also easier
for authors, reviewers and edi -
tors to communicate with each
other quickly and efficiently. The
Web site features an interactive
function that allows authors to
submit manuscripts and editors
to send these manuscripts to the
editorial review board the same
way. In addition, reviewers can
return their comments through
the site, as well.

“The new function should
speed up the review process con-
siderably because we can get the
manuscripts into the hands of
reviewers literally within min -

utes,” said Elinor Kelley Grusin,
co-editor. “And reviewers can
return their critiques through the
online site. In other words, we
have very little paper flow unless
a particular reviewer wants to
receive or send a hard copy.”

Authors can submit manu -
scripts for review by visiting the
site and clicking on the “submit
an article” link on the left side of
the page. An automated reply
lets authors know their manu -
script has been received, and
electronic copies can be distrib -
uted for review in a matter of
minutes. Authors will continue to
receive hard copies notifying
them of acceptance for their port -
folios.

“Just like anything new, we
still have a few items to work on,
but corresponding with authors

Newspaper Research Journal offers an archive of titles from back issues
and a tool for research paper submission and review on its new Web site.
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Professor Sharon Bramlett-
Solomon, who has taught at
Arizona State University’s
Walter Cronkite School of
Journalism & Mass
Communication for more than
two decades, has been named the
AEJMC Newspaper Division’s
Outstanding Educator for 2007.

Judges praised Bramlett-
Solomon for her national leader -
ship in diversity issues, her cre -
ative approach to teaching under -
graduate and graduate students,
and her new media experimenta -
tion. She will receive a plaque at
the Newspaper Division’s busi -
ness meeting during the AEJMC
convention in Washington D.C. in
August. 

Christopher Callahan, dean of
the Cronkite School, wrote in his
nomination letter that a hallmark
of Bramlett-Solomon’s career has
been her commitment to diversi -

ty. She devel -
oped a course
titled “Race,
Gender and
Media” that
began with 30
students and
has since
become so
popular that
it is offered
every semes-
ter to more

than 200 students.
In 1988 she launched a stu -

dent organization called the
Association of Multicultural
Journalists (AMJ), and has
served as its faculty advisor for
nearly 20 years. Under her men -
torship, AMJ regularly produces
AJM News, a public affairs pro -
gram aired on ASU’s campus
radio station.

“All of these efforts have been
an integral component to the
Cronkite School’s work to attract
and retain students from diverse

backgrounds,” wrote Callahan.
Media portrayals of race and

gender are the focus of Bramlett-
Solomon’s research.  She has pub-
lished articles in Journalism and
Mass Communi-cation Quarterly
and Newspaper Research
Journal . And she is continuing
her work on a textbook titled,
Race, Gender & Media:  Issues,
Changes & Challenges .

Bramlett-Solomon earned a
B.A. in Journalism and an M.A.
in Communication Studies from
Memphis State University and
her Ph.D. in Mass Communi-
cation from Indiana University. 

She taught at the University
of Louisville and Indiana
University before moving to ASU
in 1992.

Kathleen Wickham of the
University of Mississippi, Wilson
Lowrey of the University of
Alabama and Bernie Ankey of
Samford University, served as
judges for this year’s top educator
contest.

Bramlett-Solomon earns teaching award

Free expression. Ethics.
Media criticism and accountabili -
ty.  Racial, gender, and cultural
inclusiveness.  Public service.

These five areas represent the
wide range of values promoted by
the Professional Freedom &
Responsibility component of the
Newspaper Division. The PF&R
Professor of the Year award hon -
ors a faculty member who has all
five areas covered with commit -
ment and energy.

George Padgett, associate pro-
fessor of communication at Elon
University in North Carolina, cer -
tainly fits the expansive bill for
the award, according to his dean,
Paul Parsons. “Holistically,
George Padgett’s record and life

reflect a gen -
uine commit -
ment to the
themes that
represent pro -
fessional free -
dom and
responsibili -
ty,” Parsons
noted in his
nom ina t i on
letter.  

In his 16
years at Elon, Padgett has
demonstrated a commitment to
PF&R.  In the area of free expres -
sion, Padgett introduced a new
general studies course at Elon,
“The Five Freedoms: First
Amendment Under Attack.”  As
one of their class activities, the
students presented a program on
the First Amendment to fifth

grade students at a local elemen -
tary school.

More recently, his focus on
media accountability has been
diversity.  Last year, he gave a
presentation, “Media Gone Limp:
Did Lack of Media Diversity
Affect Coverage of Katrina and
Aftermath?”  As his presentation
pointed out, “Coverage of Katrina
demonstrated a serious void in
the media’s ability to understand
the sociological and demographic
composition of the city, much less
the ramifications of the disaster
for the city’s diverse population.”
The presentation took place at
the International Conference on
Diversity in Organizations and
Nations in New Orleans.  

Last year, he also published a

The session is an outgrowth of
Wilson Lowrey’s online discus -
sion last year that asked about
the future of newspapers. I love
the program copy promo written
by my colleague Jim Lumpp so
much that I am going to just
repeat it here:

“Convergence in newsrooms
next door and around the world is
no longer just a nifty idea
advanced by cutting-edgers, arch-
proselytizers and very early
adopters.  The phenomenon is
widespread and two camps seem
to be building within many orga -
nizations.  While they aren’t dia -
metrically opposed, and are prone
to agree that convergence is a
worthy goal if they can just figure
out how to make it all work, their
views as to how to best to
progress diverge, and each of the
obvious roads are full of hazards.
The Newspaper Division pre-con -
vention program consists of
experts who represent different
perspectives on where the indus -
try is today, where it’s likely to
head next and how academics are
handling the challenges.”

and reviewers, especially inter -
national scholars, via the Web
site is much easier and efficient,”
said Sandra H. Utt, co-editor.
“I’m also pleased that our e-mail
is tied into the Web site. It’s now
nrj@newspaperresearch.org.”

The site also offers headlines
from the most recent NRJ issue,
sample articles, subscription
information and details about the
journal and its history. In addi -
tion, the site provides links to
major newspapers and both
scholarly and trade journals.

While full-text articles do not
appear because of contractual
restrictions with companies that
pay to place these into electronic
databases, archives of titles and
authors’ names, dating to 1979
when the Journal was first pub -
lished, are available on the site.

Former business manager
and graduate assistant at the
University of Memphis Colin
Donohue designed the new Web
site with help from Chris Spires
at Elon University. Donohue is
now media director for Elon
University.

reporters living in India to cover
the Pasadena (Calif.) City
Council. The reporters will watch
council meetings via the Web and
file their stories from their homes
in Mumbai and Bangalore. And
in TV land, John Burgess, gener -
al manager and vice president at
KFTY-TV in Santa Rosa, Calif.,
fired the news staff and is going
to have independent filmmakers,
college students and professors,
civic leaders and others provide
programming for the station.

And thus we have to ask:
Have we given away our man -
date, let slip our mission, failed to
inform the public that what we do
is unique, valuable and the result
of professional standards? Has
the news industry sunk so low
that the public does not care who
writes/reports the news?

It is time for us to step up and
reclaim our turf, promote our
product, take pride in what we do
and inform the public that while
anyone can be a journalist, not
everyone is a journalist. We have
to educate people that not all
bloggers are journalists, there is
a difference between Web sites
that offer credible news and those
that do not and that we take our
ethics seriously. And at the same
time, we have to figure out how to
make the Internet work for jour -
nalists, how to merge the medi -

ums, how to prepare our students
for tasks we can barely imagine.

Let’s market ourselves, wage
a journalism literacy campaign,
take back what we have let go
away by people fascinated by
technology but not grounded in
journalism. Embrace the new
technology - but make sure we
draw the line between them and
us. And come to the pre-conven -
tion program to learn from the
industry what it is seeking, and
from scholars who have already
walked down the convergence
path and who might have some
solutions on avoiding the sand
traps along the way.

And don’t forget the rest of
the convention. Vice-head Susan
Keith has put together a stellar
array of panels. The breadth and
depth of topics is astounding.
Research Chair Dan Shaver and
Co-chair Xigen Li have labored
hard to select the top papers for
the research sessions. The new
online system had its bugs, but
they tackled each problem with
steady hands. Susan, Dan and
Xigen have my most grateful
appreciation.

And, of course, I want all of
you to come to the business meet -
ing Friday evening. That is where
we honor winners of the Teaching
Award, the PF&R Award and the
top classroom-based newspaper
projects. Come to praise your col -
leagues and get some tips on how
you might qualify for any of these
awards.

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Industry in
transition
is theme of
programs

The newspaper industry’s
ongoing transformation - and the
implications for journalism edu -
cation - will be the focus of much
of the division’s programming at
the AEJMC Convention. The
Newspaper Division is organizing
or co-sponsoring sessions on
everything from preparing stu -
dents to gather and report news
for a 24-hour news cycle to main -
taining quality in the face of new
media challenges and ownership
consolidation. 

The division also is also turn -
ing the spotlight on important
ethics issues. In a mini-plenary
scheduled for Thursday, Aug. 9,
reporters, editors and academics
will discuss the ethical and legal
implications of journalists coop -
erating with government agen -
cies, which became an issue last
year when The Miami Herald
reported that several Miami jour -
nalists had taken payments for
appearances on government-
sponsored Radio/TV Marti.
Another session focuses on how
academics and editors can coop-
erate to promote ethics education
in the classroom and newsroom.

This year’s sessions will also
give AEJMC members a chance
to hear from key industry figures.
Among the speakers are Greg
Brock, a senior editor at The New
York Times ; Jeffrey M. Johnson,
the former publisher of The Los
